Habitat for Humanity is an 

international organization that 
helps low-income families own 

their own home.  With more than 
5.1 million Americans in need 

before the 2005 hurricane season, 
the need is tremendous. 

 
Families who need a home work 
with HFH to buy and build an 

affordable home.  Families work 
on their homes and others through 

“sweat equity” to help Habitat 
build more homes—as many as 
500 hours.  Habitat will give the 
family a loan with an especially 

low interest rate to give the family 
complete ownership of the home.
